· Adding depth or texture to your piece, the differences between matting techniques such as over matting and float mounting will be detailed.
· The different types of archival papers, pastes, and pressure-sensitive tapes that can be used to preserve the integrity of artwork.

· Environmental issues – direct sunlight, humidity, heat, etc., are essential considerations.
· Avoiding the build up of mold and condensation through the proper backing for your work of art using only archival materials, such as acid-free foam board to back artwork.
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
